it will play in contributing to the successful
implementation of a program. Examples of such
commitment could include use of facilities (such as
office space), personnel, cash donations, or
contribution of supplies or equipment. These
commitments may even be a part of the grant’s
budget as an in-kind contribution, cash match or
donation to the project. Funders look favorably
upon these type of commitments as they indicate
broad-based support for a project and also
demonstrate to the agency that they are not the

sole funder for the proposed project.

Draft A Sample: One timesaving technique is to
draft a sample letter and send it with your request
for support to the individual or partnering agency.
Include a menu of suggestions for ways that
partners can contribute to the project. This helps in
the creation of more personalized, thoughtful, and
most importantly, unique letters. If you do not
provide a sample, be sure to provide the writer
with a project summary or project abstract. Finally,
you should request these letters as soon as possible
from your project collaborators. We cannot stress
enough how important it is to not wait until the last

minute to solicit these letters!

Letter Writing Tips: Request that letters be no
more than one-page in length. Effective letters
identify the project, and state the specific roles and
contribution

responsibilities, commitment, or

towards the project that the individual or

authorized representative of an organization or

business will make. They should be written on
letterhead stationery and directed to the grant funder.
Make sure that the letters are signed and dated. Smart
grant applicants include a variety of such letters from
community  organizations, local businesses or
corporations, private nonprofits, civic organizations,
etc. This shows that a diverse group of people
support the program and that the program impact is

more widespread.

If relevant, the letter should reference whether the
grant partners have worked on similar, successful joint
projects in the past. The writer should be sure to
include any experience or special resources or
capacities that they can bring to the project. This
helps demonstrate to the grantor that the entities

have expertise in a particular area and/or have

worked successfully together in the past.

Also be sure to mention some type of tangible
outcome that the project will result in, such as
bringing a needed service to a community or
population, increasing the graduation rate of a high
school or college, reducing illiteracy, etc. Again, this
helps demonstrate the writer’s familiarity with, and

understanding of the proposed grant project.

Follow these handy tips and you’ll have the “write
stuff” when it comes to letters of support and

commitment!

Grant Writer's Dictionary

Disbursement: A disbursement is a payment, normally made by check, in cash, or by electronic
means. Many federal grants now use electronic disbursement under a Payment Management
System that sends the requested amount directly to a designated account. With any kind of
disbursement, receipts for each purchase must be kept to provide proof that funds have been
appropriately used and to comply with auditing requirements.

Formative Evaluation: Formative evaluation can be used to assess the goals and objectives at
any point in a grant process. The formative evaluation allows the project team to measure
whether the proposal’s goals are being met and to make any needed improvements. Formative
evaluations need to be planned to ensure enough reports to accurately assess the project’s

progress in the final evaluation.

In order to apply for a federal grant, individuals and organizations are required to
complete a one-time registration process, composed of 5 steps, on Grants.gov.
This registration process ensures the protection of the applicant’s identity as well

as the proper allocation of funds once a grant has been awarded.

Perhaps the most important of the 5-step registration process is the second step:
Register With CCR. This particular step must be completed yearly to ensure a
proper registration status.

The Central Contractor Registration (CCR) is managed and utilized by GSA to
collect, validate, and distribute data in support of agency acquisition missions.
Once CCR registration is completed, an organization then receives an E-Business
Point of Contact (E-Biz POC) who is responsible for all of the organization’s
Grants.gov activities. The E-Biz POC is assigned an MPIN (Marketing Personal
Identification Number) that grants her permission to login to Grants.gov and to
assigh members of the organization, including herself, Authorized Organization
Representative (AOR) status. Anyone with AOR status has the ability to submit

grant applications electronically through Grants.gov.

To check an organization’s CCR status, visit the “Search” page on CCR’s website:
www.bpn.gov/CCRSearch/Search.aspx and perform either a “Simple Search” or
A DUNS Number + Plus 4 and a CAGE code are

required to do a “Simple Search” while the company name, address, and NAICS

an “Advanced Search.”
